The revert story of Shahnoor (Mexican) Embraced Islam in 2004, Los Angeles,CA
My first contact with Islam was around 1991, when I made some research about the Persian Gulf War for job reasons. I got deeply involved in the history and culture of Muslim countries, so when I found out an ancient Spanish translation of Quran in a book fair, I bought it and got very interested in Islam as a way of life, not only as a religion. Some ten years later a Muslim born friend introduced me to the LALMA group. I appreciate too much their work because it's hard to find people having their high level to make others understand the cultural importance of Islam in world history and not only as a spiritual path. Thanks to LALMA I have learned about the main sources of Islam. LALMA publications are very useful to understand the basics of Islam. Although I grew up in a Catholic country, I had no religion, but I rediscovered my spiritual connection with God by learning Islam.

I am spiritually stronger than before getting into Islam. Due to my job I live between Los Angeles and Mexico City but it's not easy to be a Muslim woman in Mexico because this is some sort of monolithic society, if someone lives in a different way, they exclude him/her from social activities. People close to me (friends, coworkers, neighbors, etc.) say they don't like my clothing, they don't feel ok if I don't eat the same food, etc., however I keep myself in my moral path. All in my family are non religious but they're respectful about my decision of following Islam. I should say that it's been easier for me to be Muslim when I'm in Los Angeles because there's an organized Islamic community, so I feel comfortable there. I don't belong to any Muslim group in Mexico because I can't join them on their scheduled meetings mainly due to my own daily activities. Therefore, when I am in Mexico I keep praying and studying what I have learned with LALMA members.
